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FEAST OF THE HOLY FAMILY DECEMBER 28 2025

“And over all these put on love,
that is, the bond of perfection.” Colossians 3: 14

Dear Parishioners,

Today we celebrate the Feast of the Holy Family of Jesus, Mary and Joseph. Merry Christmas! This feast occurs during the course of
the Octave of Christmas. These are the eight days which follow the celebration of Christmas and remind us that the joy of Christmas
cannot be contained in one day. This joy is meant to overflow and touch every part of our Christian lives — especially family life.

The feast of the Holy Family this year presents us with the story of the Holy Family’s flight to Egypt. We do well to pay attention to
Joseph in this passage. We learn in another place that Joseph was a “righteous man”; he observed the law. To know the law, required
study — Joseph likely was a man who prayed with the law (God’s word). Joseph hears the Lord speaking in this unusual way and is
able to respond, in part, because he was familiar with the Lord and his ways. He hears and obeys.

Friends, for a Christian Family, God and his word, need to be the guide for our lives. It is easy to say, it is another thing to do. For
example, in this passage we see the Holy Family living as refugees in a foreign land. What kind of compassion did they meet? If any?
We might consider how, as a family, we welcome the stranger and care for the afflicted. Together let us imitate Joseph and the Holy
Family as we seek to make the newborn Savior and His Word, the guide for our lives.
