“Was it not necessary that the Christ should suffer these things
and enter into his glory?" Luke 24:26

Dear Parishioners,

Today we celebrate the Third Sunday of Easter. As we continue to celebrate Jesus’ Resurrection, our Gospel offers us another look at that first Easter
Sunday from the perspective of the two disciples on the road to Emmaus. As is true of so many of the passages recounting Jesus’ Passion, Death and
Resurrection, the details teach us a lot. Some propose that this Gospel teaches us about what happens at Holy Mass each time we gather at the altar.
How?

First, we see the disciples “on the road”. The Christian life is not lived “in state” but is dynamic. It is a pilgrimage and our ultimate destination/goal is
heaven. But often, the disciples on the road in the gospel, we can find ourselves walking in the wrong direction. It is there, that Christ meets them, and
love them too much to let them go. Gently, he invites them to share what is on their hearts, what they are carrying and then begins to open the word of
God to them.

Hearing the word of God, their hearts are set on fire. They begin to realize that there is something different about this man. Hear God’s word prepares
them for what happens later; recognizing Jesus in the “breaking of the bread.” (Lk 24:35) At Holy Mass, we begin by listening to God’s word, spoken
as if for the first time. Hearing that word, our hearts are prepared to “see” Christ when he comes in the Eucharist. This week, commit to reading God’s
word before Sunday Mass in order to begin seeing him there and wherever you may be.

Next Sunday, April 26, 2026, at the 10:004AM Mass, we will celebrate the Confirmation of several in our community. Of special note, we will celebrate
the Confirmation of Tinyade Sharra, one of our choir members. Pray for her during the week ahead!

Saturday, May 2, 2026 we will hold our next Parish Cleaning Day. We will also be tackling other projects at that time. See Ifeanyi Onuoha, if you are
able to assist.
